In the two decades since the group was created, it 
has stewarded the work of over 100 female writers 
and directors to the stage, including veteran artists 
such as Robyn Archer and Sue Smith, through to 
(then) emerging artists such as Rita Kalnejais, Lally 
Katz, Nikki Bloom and Michelle Law.  

When Rosalba welcomed the first Dramatic Women, 
she said, “I dream of the theatre being full of women 
from all backgrounds and ages.” Twenty years on, 
we are proud and grateful to have the continued 
support of a highly committed group of Dramatic 
Women championing the voices of female artists.

Bringing ambitious work to the stage requires 
a great deal of creative development. Your
